The ACT clinic is designed especially for long-term
survivors of childhood cancer who were treated at St.
Jude. Each person is eligible to transfer to the ACT
Clinic once they have remained cancer free for at least
two years after discontinuing therapy, and at least five
years have passed since their diagnosis. You will visit
the clinic once a year until your 18th birthday or up to
10 years after your last cancer treatment, whichever
comes later.

This is
completely different from most hospitals, which
can generate more than 90 percent of their
Income, by Insurance payments and other
sources.
